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ADDITIONAL INSPECTION FEES
If the Township determines that the permitted work is of sufficient magnitude or importance
to warrant assignment of one or more persons to inspect the work on more than an on-the-
spot inspection basis, the permit will so indicate, and the permittee shall be charged.
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
